Motion was amended by Charlie Fritz to add that as this was a transition year this was the only reason this was being done and that it would not be done in the future, seconded.  Amendment failed.  Motion failed.

b. After much discussion, Raelyne Massey moved that all 2007 applicants whose teacher was a member of ACTE receive a scholarship this transitional year only.  Motion seconded by Sherry Roberts.  Motion passed.  This action resulted in ACTE paying an additional 5-$500 scholarships.

6. Motion was made by Raelyne Massey to appoint Sue Burris to the National Awards Committee.  Seconded by Sherry Roberts.  Motion passed.

7. Motion was made by Helen Hicks to appoint Peggy Ingram to the New Ideas Committee.  Seconded by Dennis Butler.  Motion Passed.
