      A. Executive Reports: Debbie Anselmi handed out copies of ArACTE  

           Profit and Loss report. Debbie stated that schools will need to pay for summer

           conference attendes by July 13.
      B.  Ray Winiecki gave a report about the AATYC Conference in October ‘09

           at which he set up an ACTE booth and display. Motion made by Vinson 

           Carter and seconded by Angie Scott for ArACTE to host booth at the

           October 2010 AATYC conference. Motion passed.      

       C.  Report given by Sammy Cox about the 2009 National ACTE Conference 

 held in Nashville, TN.  83 attendees from AR were present. 

       D.  Standing Committee Report given by Sammy Cox. Committee structures
 are changing from 18 committees to 6 and ArACTE will need to align with

 National ACTE & Region IV. Other committees will either be task force or

            disbanded. A reminder was given to cast electronic ballots for National 

            ACTE positions.
        E. Scholarship Committee report given by Ray Winiecki. There were 13 high school

            scholarship applications and 2 postsecondary applications received. The

            scholarship committee will meet at lunch to select scholarship recipients. Ray gave

            a recommendation to scan and email scholarship applicant information to the 

            scholarship committee members prior to next year’s scholarship committee 

            meeting.

   10.  NJROTC from Crossett H.S. will serve as the Color Guard at summer conference.

   11.  Ray Winiecki will check with Sandra Porter to see if she will oversee the Silent

          Auction. All proceeds from the silent auction go to the ArACTE scholarships. Each

          board member will need to bring 1 item, each division needs to bring 2 items and

          vendors will be asked to donate something.

   12. Jeff Shaw reported on the CTE Support fund which goes to National ACTE.

   13.  Apprenticeship will sponsor a two hour in-service on Sunday evening during

          summer conference which will include a sit down meal. Conference attendees must

          preregister for the meal.

XI.  ACE Report: John Davidson gave a report from ACE. He stated that he would be
      notifying 78% of schools and all be 2 co-ops that they will be on improvement plans
      based on CTE EOC scores. He discussed CTE indicators and frameworks, performance
      indicators, technical skill attainment and  grade inflation. Professional development
      this summer will include assessment of students and how to increase technical skill
      attainment.

            Lesia Edwards made a motion that was seconded by Vinson Carter to decrease the

            number of computer sessions to 5, to move the computer sessions from pre-

            conference to the actual conference sessions, to no longer charge for the

            computer sessions, to limit the number of participants to 25 for each computer

            session and to require conference attendees to preregister online for the 

            computer sessions of their choice. Computer session participants must bring their

            own laptop with the necessary software needed. 
        4. John Davidson said the Dept. of Education has rewritten in-service guidelines. ACE            

            will be the provider for in-service.  He is looking at different options for 

           documentation of workshops attended by summer conference attendees.

        5. Vinson Carter and Angie Scott volunteered to host a 1st time attendee session at 

            the summer conference.

         2. Executive Director Position Review: Wanda McMahan made a motion seconded

             by Vinson Carter to rehire Debbie Anselmi as ArACTE Executive Director. Motion 

             passed.

         3. A discussion was held about the ArACTE Executive Director salary.  Angie Scott

             made a motion seconded by Wanda McMahan to increase the executive director

            salary by 3% for the past three years, raising the salary to $27,250.  Motion passed.
